


RIGHT SUBMISSION RELEASES GOD’S POWER 

SERMON BULLET POINTS 
 

� Core Message 

• Right submission to God releases His power. 
→ “Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.” — 
James 4:7 

• Submission aligns believers with divine authority, peace, and provision. 
→ “In all your ways submit to him, and he will make your paths straight.” — 
Proverbs 3:6 

• Authority flows from being under authority. 
→ “I myself am a man under authority... just say the word.” — Matthew 8:9 

 

� Worship and Intimacy 

• Worship welcomes God’s presence and builds expectation. 
→ “God inhabits the praises of His people.” — Psalm 22:3 

• Intimacy requires intentional, private time with God. 
→ “When you pray, go into your room, close the door...” — Matthew 6:6 

• Worship is both spirit and truth. 
→ “True worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and in truth.” — John 4:23 

 

� Abiding in Christ 

• Fruitfulness comes only from staying connected to Jesus. 
→ “Apart from me you can do nothing.” — John 15:5 

• Spiritual life flows from the Vine into the branches. 
→ “Remain in me, as I also remain in you.” — John 15:4 

• Daily communion with Christ brings spiritual strength. 
→ “Those who hope in the Lord will renew their strength.” — Isaiah 40:31 

 

� Faith vs Fear 



• Fear blocks obedience; faith activates promises. 
→ “For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power...” — 2 Timothy 1:7 

• Faith comes by hearing and acting on the Word. 
→ “Faith comes from hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ.” — Romans 
10:17 

• Fear is overcome by perfect love. 
→ “Perfect love drives out fear.” — 1 John 4:18 

 

� Understanding Authority 

• You can only walk in authority when under God's authority. 
→ “The centurion said… I too am a man under authority.” — Matthew 8:9 

• Jesus’ authority came from His submission to the Father. 
→ “I only do what I see the Father doing.” — John 5:19 

• Covenant empowers boldness and dominion. 
→ “You are heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ.” — Romans 8:17 

 

� Spiritual Warfare 

• Believers battle unseen spiritual forces, not people. 
→ “Our struggle is not against flesh and blood…” — Ephesians 6:12 

• Victory comes through spiritual discernment and warfare. 
→ “The weapons we fight with… have divine power.” — 2 Corinthians 10:4 

• Spiritual eyes must be opened to see God’s provision. 
→ “Open his eyes, Lord, so that he may see.” — 2 Kings 6:17 

 

� Armor of God 

• God gives us armour for spiritual battles. 
→ “Put on the full armour of God…” — Ephesians 6:11–18 

• Each piece represents a spiritual truth:\n 

o Belt of Truth — Know who you are in Christ 

o Breastplate of Righteousness — Walk in holiness 

o Shoes of Peace — Be ready and stable 



o Shield of Faith — Deflect lies of the enemy 

o Helmet of Salvation — Renew your mind 

o Sword of the Spirit — Speak God’s Word 
→ “Take… the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.” — Ephesians 
6:17 

 

� Submission in Relationships 

• Godly relationships operate in mutual submission. 
→ “Submit to one another out of reverence for Christ.” — Ephesians 5:21 

• Husbands are to love; wives to honor. 
→ “Husbands, love your wives... wives, respect your husbands.” — Ephesians 
5:25,33 

• Submission is not domination, but partnership. 

 

� Prayer, Revelation, and Breakthrough 

• Prayer opens the door to spiritual understanding. 
→ “Pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened.” — Ephesians 1:18 

• The Holy Spirit intercedes and reveals God’s will. 
→ “The Spirit intercedes for us… according to God’s will.” — Romans 8:26–27 

• Peace comes through prayer, not panic. 
→ “Do not be anxious… but in every situation, pray.” — Philippians 4:6–7 

 

� Faith in Action 

• Faith speaks boldly and acts confidently. 
→ “I believed; therefore I have spoken.” — 2 Corinthians 4:13 

• Faith without obedience is dead. 
→ “Faith by itself, if not accompanied by action, is dead.” — James 2:17 

• The sword of the Spirit is activated when you speak. 
→ “The word is near you; it is in your mouth and in your heart.” — Romans 10:8 

 

� Intercession and Agreement 



• Praying for others brings your own breakthrough. 
→ “The Lord restored Job’s fortunes when he prayed for his friends.” — Job 42:10 

• There is power in united prayer. 
→ “If two of you agree… it will be done.” — Matthew 18:19 

• Corporate obedience unlocks corporate blessing. 
→ “Where there is unity, God commands the blessing.” — Psalm 133:1–3 

 

� Living as Sons and Daughters 

• Mature believers carry spiritual responsibility. 
→ “Those who are led by the Spirit… are sons of God.” — Romans 8:14 

• Faith is trust, confidence, and dependence on God. 
→ “Trust in the Lord with all your heart…” — Proverbs 3:5 

• We are joint-heirs and royal priests. 
→ “You are a chosen people, a royal priesthood…” — 1 Peter 2:9 

 

� Final Blessing 

• Right submission positions you for: 

o Divine alignment 

o Protection and authority 

o Powerful prayer life 

o Lasting breakthrough 
→ “Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or 
imagine…” — Ephesians 3:20 
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
